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 In understanding the concept of this 

relationship with God I have found that even 

the understanding of relationship can be 

misunderstood due to the humanness of the 

world. As we ask people what a relationship 

is we find understandings like friendship, 

family, marriage and so on. The 

understanding of relationship with God 

though is generally looked at as òyes I believe 

in God and I pray some so yes, I have a 

relationship with God.ó I have even found 

that in the church we tend to not even look 

at what this true relationship is all about. We 

so often think that the relationship with 

others is more important than anything that 

we are even willing to turn our backs on 

what some people do just to hold onto that 

relationship because we are so we are afraid 

that they may leave the church. But I have 

found that when we talk about relationship it 

has to start with our relationship with God. 

It is through living in that relationship with 

God that we then can have true and 

authentic relationships with others. 

   Now for myself, I have spent many years of 

my life not always standing with integrity. 

But now I have become very convicted in 

this area and over the last 10 to 12 years of 

my life, I feel that it is very important to 

stand with integrity in the truth, so you can 

hold your head up even if it causes you to 

lose friends. I had an individual share with 

me during a time in one of my appointments 

when I was having a real power struggle with 

some people that it is more important to 

have relationships than to worry basically 

about following rules set by the church. I 

have struggled with this. I still stand on the 

basis of my response to him in that 

conversation. That response was òhow can 

you have a true relationship through lies and 

deceit. I have come to the belief that to have 

a true relationship with each other, it has to 

be in the same essence of a true relationship 

with God. Now we find so often that all of 

us for one reason or another tend to think 

òitõs just a little white lieó, or just if we twist 

this or that it will look better. However, 

these are the exact things that separate us 

from our relationship with God because of 

not being truthful. 

    God is the truth and God at all times 

wants to be in a personal spiritual 

relationship with each and every one of us. 

God is completely unwilling to allow us to be 

satisfied with just anything and especially 

with the things that are untrue, which is less 

than what we are created for since God 

created us for a personal spiritual 

relationship with Him. Our spiritual growth 

in this relationship is an altering choice in 

our lives that requires us to live in the image 

of the one we were created in, (God). This 

spiritual growth has to come from our 

desire, faith, believing, and fellowship with 

Jesus Christ as we are to strive to be like 

Christ in our lives. We also need to 

understand that there is not a one size fits all 

pattern in this personal relationship as we 

are all unique and at different places in our 

lives, so what works for one person may not 

be what works for another. This is why we 

need to remember that it is a personal 

spiritual relationship and not a cookie cutter 

spiritual relationship with God.
